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RIDLEY PARK.

- ——

~ Tux advantages of a home in a city are manifold and
apparent.  Cities have paved strects, good sidewalks,
schools, water, gus, efficient police, churches and places of
amusement; and therefore the man of moderate income,
if he can secure n reasonablo rent, prefors to live in the
city, where he can got more for his monoy than in most
country places. But there are drawbacks as well as
advantages in a city life. If a man values his own and
his family's health, the city is a poor place to live in; for
s crowded population brings bad air, bad sewerage, conta-

ious diseases, blinding heat in summer, want of freedom
g')r children to play. The close proximity of vice in
many forms renders the uniform of the policeman s
constant a sight and as important n presence as the curb-
stone or hydrant,

Philadelphia has a larger population within itself than
most of the northern cities, and this for several reasons,
and chiefly because of the low rents which are possible on
account of her extensive area. In Philadelphia land can
be obtained to build on at moderate prices, or easy ground-
rents,. When a man only hires the house he lives in, the
woight of taxation, the cost of paving and improving
streets, and the many burdens which the city lays upon
owners of real cstate are not so apparent,

+ Itis truo that the pavements and sidewalks in the city
are tolerable, that water, gas and some kind of sewerage

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are provided for houses; but all these convenicnces are a
direct tax on the dwellings which are benefited by them,
and tho moment n man becomes the owner of property he
feels their weight, which is heavier than if he could make
his own improvements, for he must submit all that he
would do for himself to the judgment and control of other
persons not directly interested.

But all these disadvantages have been easicr to bear,
becnuse out of the city limits and off the bricks and pave-
ments, for a large part of.the year, the soft and rich
unctuous soil of Pennsylvanin makes muddy roads, equally
intolerablo to thoso who go abroad and to those who stay
at home. Mud to walk in and mud brought into the
house are great drawbacks to the pleasures of a country
life, and make & home in the country all the year round a
doubtful privilege. If one could have the fresh air, the
lawns and meadows, trees and flowers, lakes to row and
skate on and bathe in, good water, freedom from discase,
and fresh fruits and vegetables of the country, with low
rents, casy nccess to the city, good markets and good
schools of the city, with freedom from heavy taxation,
contagious discases and vicious neighbors, the country
would certainly be a more desirable place to live in than
the city.

To secure all theso comforts and advantages in the
country, it is nccessary to have a large population, or elso
such an investment of capital as but few men are willing
to mako; but it is obvious that none of these city advan-
tages belong to the city any more than to the country, if
people want them enough to provide them for themselves,
But it is not easy for one man, or a few men, however
well disposed or liberal they may be, to gather around
themselves, at first, all the comforts and conveniences they
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wish, Most men who want to live in the country are
young, o moderate means, with small familics, and such
people have no spare capital to invest in public and per-
manent improvements, and therefore they must either
live in the city or go into any town which partly satisfles
their wants,

Understanding all these difficultics and drawbacks, and
knowing that moncy must be paid out by somehody to
gecure to each individual all the advantages of a city in
the country, & company of gentlemen have purchased six
hundred acres of beautiful, high, well drained and well
watered land between Philadelphia and Chester, where
they are laying out & town which, from its first conception
to its ultimate completion, is to be constructed according to
a plan that has been made with careful thought as to what
an ideal town should be. The plan for this town of Ridley
Park is a part of this pamphlet, and, as will be seen when
it iz studied, it has been designed to satisfy in some
measure every reasonable want, There are lots of various
gizes, publio grounds, large and small, ornamental water
of vory extended and beautiful character, wide and tree-
planted streets, and positions allotted to the future town
hall, churches, school-houses, cemetery, &e. The situa-
tions best for stores, coal and lumber ynrds, and all the
machinery of & town have been sct apart for theso pur-
poses. Small lots for those whose means permit only a
small expenditure, are grouped in the vicinity of the
public grounds, so that the largest number of persons can
enj y them ; whilst larger lots and more distant from the
centre can be bought by men who are disposed to create
all the beauty around their homes which they may desire.
Even a cursory examination of this plan will show that
the ro;tihnw and right-angular system of town building
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has been abandoned, first, because it is not well adapted to
a rolling country like Ridloy Purk ; second, because gently
curving lines are on the wholo more agreeable to travel
over, aro shorter distances Detween important points, and
will make the completed town moroe beautiful,

Every part of the town has been lnid out for convenience
and beauty. One-third of the lund is given up to tho
public in avenues, greens, parks, commons and artificinl
water. To open this country and muko it us conveniont a
place to live in us the city, the Park owners have made
their roads wide, with wide sidowalks. .

ROADS.

The roads and avenucs, with very few exeoptions, are
forty feet wido betweon the sidowalks, the sidowalks eight
feet, making a width of Gifty-six fect botween the fences,
The line for the house fronts is set far enough back from
the front line of the lots to insure a brond space between
+ opposito houses, and give un air of spaciousness and even
grandeur to the streots when the town has grown to
maturity. Every road is first excavated from one foot to
three feet deop, has two underdrains laid on the sides
three and one-half feot below the surface ; the road bed is
then filled with selected broken stone, and has paved
gutters, consequently there can never be bud or muddy
roads here any more than in the city, and the thorough
drainago will effectually remove all surplus moisture, go
that no malaria can exist in the soil. These streets
are then planted with difforent kinds of trees, so
sclected us to sceure tho greatest variety, and when com-
pleted will cost above $10,000 per mile, Whoever buys
a lot here, therefore, will have no taxes to Py or asscss-

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ments to submit to to make good roads in front of his
house, or to connect him with his neighhors.

WATER.

Next to good streets no greater comfort or blessing ean
be had than good water. The Ridley Park land is well
supplied with springs, so that wells can be easily dug into
a gravelly bed which gives the purest and best water. In
addition to the local supplies, a Water Company is
contemplated to farnish from Crum Lynne and Ridley
Lake waters of the purest and best quality, delivered by
pipes to the houses nlong ihe lines of streets. Crum
Lynne—a large lake—is already made, with Water
Works partly completed. It is half n mile long, winding
amongst the hills; its greatest depth is twenty-two fect,
and nowhere will it be less than three or four feet deep,
excepting on some parts of the shelving shores. This
lake gives large water power, to be wholly devoted to
supplying the town with water,

Ridley Lake—to be made in the valley of Stone Creck
~—will be as large as Crum Lynne, and will furnish water
to the north part of the town in the same manner that
Crum Lyhne does to the south. Both these lakes are
supplied by large and unfailing streams of the purest
water, coming from a gravelly region, without a suspicion
of lime in them, Tho shores and banks of the lakes will
be decorated with trces and shrubs, and they are each of
them large enough for boating or for a thousand persons
to skate on at the same time,

PUBLIO GROUNDS.

The plan shows large spaces, besides the water, for
public grounds. These areas have been made of such
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form, and in such places, as will enable the greatest
number of persons to get a benefit from them, and when
surrounded by dwellings will be beautiful resorts.
Bome land has been loft for this purpose in every part
of the town, and no part has been in the least neglected.

Not only have the proprietors made these provisions
for the pleasure of their customers, but to insure the
perpetuity of the improvements a certain percentage
will be taken from every sale and invested as a per-
manent fund, to keep the public grounds in good order
forever.

RAILROAD FACILITIES.

Lying, as it does, on both sides of the only direct
railroad between New York and Washington, for more
than a mile, all parts are near to stations, of which
there are to be two or more in the Park. From cither
station the cars will run to the P, W. & B. station,
corner of Broad strect and Washington Avenue, in
from twenty to twenty-five minutes, passing under or
over twenty-seven streets, so that there neced be no
delay, and can bo no accidents at road crossings. Twenty
or twenty-five minutes to the station, and fifteen minutes
by the Ninth street line of horse cars, will take a gentle-
man from his home to the lower part of Chestnut streot,
and by the other lines of horse cars to other parts of
the city, making Ridley Park actually nearer the busincss
part of the city than much of West Philadelphia, Ger-
mantown, and other suburbs, which are reached by long
lines of horse cars, Twenty trains a day will stop at
Ridley, and more, ns the demand for thom increnses,
and the railrond fare will be us low as, or lower than, by
any other road.
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To make it easy to build at Ridley Park, the P. W. &
B. R. R. Co. offer for five years to earry all materials
used in construction at half their usual freight rates,
and will give a free ticket for a ycaz between Philadelphia
and Ridley Park for each thousand dollars, up to ten
thousand per house, a man spends in erecting dwelling-
Touses on the Park. Thus any man who'settles at Ridley
will get all the great conveniences which belong to city
life. Schools, churches, and socinl and domestic comforts
can only come with population ;.but in a very ghort time
there will be a sufficiently large population to warrant
the people, ided by the proprietors, to create all that
is now wanting.

The proprietors have cstablished a green-house and
nursery and market garden, to insure a bountiful supply
of flowers, plants and vegetables at n lower price than
they ean be bought for in the city, and every market
convenience will be furnished by market-men, fishmon-
gers and storckeepers at the Park.

To cnable the proprietors and the inhabitants to
perpetuate good institutions, and to control their own
public and private domain, n Charter has been granted
by the Legislature, and is hereto appended, the provisions
of which, carefully framed, are such as to warrant the
belief that 'a society can grow up at Ridley Park pos-
gessed of unusual local advantages.

With all these favorable conditions, structural, social
and economical, it is plain that taxcs must bo light, and
a family’s expenses much less than in- the city or in
most suburban towns. Add to this a most beautiful
landscape and a healthy country, and we may afely ask
what eity, or suburb of a city, can offer greater attractions
than Ridley Park.

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Owing to the original location of the railrond being
over the marsh between Philadelphia and Chester, all
of this section of the country las been believed to be
unhealthy ; but the contrary is truo on the high lands
of the new location, where our gravelly eoil and pure
witer save us from malaria and bilious complaints. We
arc one hundred feet above the river, and by the now
linc of the P. W. & B. R. R. we go into tho city all
the way through the uplands.

A new Hotel has been erceted at Ridley, which
will nccommodate fifty or sixty persons, and as the town
grows, the building will be increased, Nothing that the
proprictors van do to make Ridley a perfectly sntisfactory
home, will b spared, and overy one wishing a cheap and
good home inn purticnlurly good location, should come
to Ridley and cxamine the lands, before settling nny-
where else.

Terms of payment will be made easy, and prices low,
when all advantages are considered.

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CHARTER AND SUPPLEMENT

OoF THE

RIDLEY PARK ASSOCIATION.

AN ACT

To Incorporate the “Ridley Park Assoclation,” in
the County of Delaware.

et e

Sreriox 1. Be it enacted by the Senale and House of
Representatives of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby
enacted by the authority of the same, That LixpLey
Savr, Savven M, Peerox, Isaae Jhixexney and Wir-
raad Serrens, or a majority of them, and such other
persons as shall be associnted with them, and their
successors, be, and the same are hereby cnacted into a
hody politic and corporate, hy the name, style und title of
the “Riorey Park Associatiox,” and by that name
shall sue and be sued, plead und be impleaded, make and
use # common seal, and the same to alter or renew at
pleasure ; and shall generally possess the powers and privi-
leges of a corporation, with power to purchase, hold, sell,
morigage, transfer or lease real estate in their corpornte
eapacity—not exceeding six hundred acres—in any part of
Delaware County ; and the snme to improve by laying out
and constructing macadamized or other roads, artificial
lnkes or reservoirs, planting trees, erecting buildings, &c.

Swuerion 2. The capital stock of said Association shall be
two hundred and fifty thousand dollars, with power to in-

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ercase the same to five hundred thousand dollars, divided
into shares of onc hundred dollars each. :

Sgoriox 3. For the organization of this Association, the
corporators named in the first section shall call & meeting
of the subscribers to its stock within one month from the
passago of this Act, at which meeting an election ghall be
held for five Dircetors to serve one year and until their
successors are clected ; and thercafter an clection for five
Directors shall be held annually, at such time and place
as shall be prescribed by the By-Laws.

Sgorion 4. That at all mectings or elections held by the
Association cach share of stock shall have one vote.

Sgerion 5. The Board of Directors, at its first meeting
after the annual olection, shall elect one of its members as
President of the corporation, who shall hold his office until
his successor is chosen.

Secrion 6. The Board of Directors shall manage and
control tho affuirs of the Associution, and possess authority
to appoint a "I'reasurer, a Scerctary and such other officers
and agents as it may from time to time deom necessary ;
fix theit compensation, preseribe their duties and dismiss
them at plensure; it shall also have authority to adopt
such By-Laws for tho government of the Association ns it
may deem expedient, and alter the same in conformity
therewith: @rovided, They bo not inconsistent with this
Act, and the Constitution und Laws of the United Stutes
or of this State.

Krertoy 7. The Directors shall have power to enforco
the following rules und regulations, viz.:—

No person or persons shall turn cattlo, goats, swine,
horses, or other animaly, loose upon the roads or lands of
the Associntion, or discharge fircarms, or throw stones or
other missiles upon the samoe, nor cut, break, or in anywise
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injure or deface the trees, shrubs, plants, turf, or any of
the buildings, fences, structures or statuary, or foul any
fountains or springs, or drive or ride upon any other than
the avenucs and roads, or bathe or fish or disturb the water-
fowl in any of the streams, artificial lakes or reservoirs
upon the lands of the Association, or take ice from any
of the said streams, lnkes or reservoirs without the previous
consent of said Directors, and no wagon or vehicle of bur-
den shall pass over sai:l lands except upon such road or
avenue as may be designated by the said Directors for that
purpose, nor with less width of tire than may be pre-
seribed by the By-Laws to bo adopted by the Directors ;
and any person who shall violate any of the said rulee
und regulntions shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and
shall pay such fine (not exceeding five dollars) as may
be prescribed by the said Dircetors, to be recovered before
uny justico of the peaco of said county, ns debts of that
amount are now recoverable, and shall be further liable
to the full extent of any damage by him or her committed,
in trespass or other action. -
Skerrox 8. The Directors ghall have power to appoint
i suitable person, or persons, who shall have all the. powers
of a constable in said county, for the purpose of preserving
order upon the lands of the Association, and arresting any
offenders thercon, and taking said offender or offenders to
tho nearest justico of the peace for a hearing: Provided,
That all expense of such appointee or appointecs shall be

paid by the said Association,

wWhen thelino of the road was solocted,
fivo hundred acres of land wore chosen
between Uha village of Darby and the
town of Cheater for a new ornamontal
town. No land near Phlladelphia
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could offor & more altractive place. Tt
is high, giving pleasant viaws of the
Pelaware Nivor and the lower couniry,
is diversified with hill and dale, and
liaa sovernl largo and permanent brooks
travorsing valloys. The plans provide
for convorting theso brooks and valleys
into ponds with very beautiful outlines,
and large areas near them are given to
the public as commons and parks; a
park of twenty acrea and o comotery of
fieon acroa are lakl out in a tastoful
manner; the roads, avenues and side-
walke are wido, and will bo mado in
most thorough mannor and planted with

taxos, but must over remain na & guar-
antoo, the proporty of tha landholders,
to ensuro the presorvation and main.
tonance of the public property as firsi
planned and laid out. It noelds Lut
littlo imay,‘nation for our readors to see

that such a village or town must socure
 most desirable class of population,
and becomo overy year moro agreoable
e & home. Nothing in this plan is to
be loft to chanco. Tho centro of the
town is settlod, and sites solocted for
the town-hall, churches, hotel, school-
houses, stores, lumbor and coal yards,
and overy business want; and all theso
points aro connectod with ench other
and the station by ronds which take
tho nearost lines, somo atraight, some
curyed, all adapted to the shape of the
ground, and all following the natural
and onsiest lines of travol.”

Tho plan of Ridley Park has been
confided o ono of the ablost Iandscape-
gardesers in the country—AMr, Robert
Morris Copeland, n Haryard gradunte
and citizen of Boston, but now for a
long timo residont on tho spot be fa im-

proving.

A little judicious rustio-work has
transformed tho farmhouso assigned for
the Suporintendent's residenco into a
beautiful vino-olad ohalot, and ho has
surroundod It with spaclous and rare
flower-bods, which look like cathedral
windows lying on the ground, The
railway station, evon, at Ridley Park
is a movel and intoresting ploce of ar-
chitecture, brilging the whole breadth
of tho road, provided with elevators
for tha baggage, and fancifully sheeted
with slate.

At a hieavy ox-
pendituro of means, aided Ly tho geniuve
and oxecutive ability of R, M. (topeland,
Erq., the woll-known ongineer and
archilect, they have constracted brond,
winding and solid avenues, beantiful
lakos and waterfalls; have plantel
partorres of flowers, erocted rustic and
solid bridges over wator-coursed and
chasms; planted the mulberry, maple,
Jocust, chestaut, and tho variod classea
of arborm that go to make cool shade,
and in all seasons diverso and oxquisite
colors. The viows from differont points
sre beyond moasure beautifal, With a

scope of river view from below Cheater,
four miles down the river pnat Tinicum,
around tho head, snd up lo the Horse
8hoo, we have at one glanco the pleasing
pictare of the vessels gliding In the
distance, their whito eails glistening in
the sunlight, whilst in tho foreground,

ments of nature. The Improvements
nlroady in conrse of conslruction are
substantial and benutiful, and are di-
rectod nccording to the plans of the
Amsociation by the ruling intollect of
the mastor spirit of the project, Mr.
Copaland, ably assisted by the youthful
architect who in rising into fame, Theo-
philus I, Chandler, Faq. Mr, Kennoy,
Suporintendent Philadelphia, Wilming:
ton nnd Baltimoro Iend, Mr, Sellors,
AMr. Fullor, and other mombers of the
Association are havieg orcoted rosi-
dences, that in their outer and inner
constructions are modols of oleganco
and comfort, and nre bul a foretaste of
what will be produced upon this spot.
Passing from the wostern portion of the
Park, the visitors procesded 1o the
cantorn side, crossing the rallroad by a
bridgs to the residonce of Mr. C., and
from thonce to the new hotel, Just com-
plated. After an inspoction of the
completoness and the attandant com-
forts which future guosts will onjoy,and

of both, The country has n swoel, pure
nir, great folds of greonery, the rustling
of umbrageous (rees, tho tinkle of fall-
ing water, abundant vergo and wargin,
apaco for ornament snd relnxation.
The city has stroots, good walks, noar
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markels, libearies, houses provided with
every modern convonience and society.
As the latter missos the room, the mir,
the vegelation of the former, so the
first e without the social interconrse,
the ornament and luxury of the Jatter.
The last essay of practical sociology is
Lo infuse the one in the other; to blond
all the advantages while eliminating
all of the incongruities or inconven-
iencen of ecither, The essay hins been
made, and is progrossing in various
ways at various pointe. That at Rid-
loy I'ark is the most advanced near
Philadelphia.

The first necessily in every under-
taking of this deseription is that the
town shall be sll but n continuation of
the city. It must beso noar that while
maintaining its country nature, it does
not lose its city feature. Ridloy Fark
is only nino miles from tho Post Office,
and but four from the limite of Phila-

delphin. It must have good nir and
drainage. Ridley I'ark is on a gravelly |
soil, one bundred feot above the rivor, |
and with no mountaine to bar the

It musl be suscoptible of being -
mouldod to one homogoneous and |
artistic design, with s wnny natural
adjuvants und on few natural or arti-
ficial obatncles s pomsiblo, Ridley |
Park, comprising six hundred ncres, |
was purchaned en dlock, and so roleased
from all of the latter drawlacks, It '
could be fuliioned so ue to utilize every
advantage its sito possessed, and hns
been. Theso natural advantages aro
tho elevation, the proximity to the city,
the easo nnd completenoss of transporta-
tion, the strong, porous soil, the fine
landscape, the abundance of waler, !
Iaving theso primo essontials to work
with, Mr. Copeland, the artist, has ‘

shown what knowledge and taste,
aided by meaus, can do toward crenting
& perfect town,

Accopting the Darly improvement
of the I'hiladelphia, Wilmington snd
Baltimore Railroad for the backbene
of the Park, cutting it southwestwardly,
the main portion lies on the west side,
and 1= divided at right angles_to the
rond by Swarthmore 2, nue, that is
aleo continued on the enst of the rail-
road,  Ridley Avenue subrtantinlly
follows the woet side of the railway na
Hinckley Avonue does thecast  Some
fourteen ntreoln and aventes aro entored
from Ridley, all having a geucral trend
to the west. But whilo there in this
geacral unity, it is the diversity lying
undor that makes one of the great
charms of the place. Bxcepting near
the interscction of Ridloy aud Swarth-
mora Avenus, and less at othor points,
the right anglo has been sacrificed to
the curve, And overywher: within
the limits of the 1own artificial lakes
and ponds bavo Lwen crestod; groat
avenues consiructed on the McAdum
system; branch roads and paths led in
n maze that is soon learned; the old
Irees retained; young ylantations set
and & fine sward propared, From the
second story windows of houses alrendy
erectod the Delawaro in virible, nnd its
commerce can be clearly szen; while
the view reaches far beyond, oxplores
A romote horizon on every side, and
includes the outekirts of Philadelphia.
Quito one-third of the six hundred acres
purchnsed two years ago and now ar
ranged for wale, issurrendered to water,
parks, commons, drives and rambles:
and tho roadsides are partially, and to
be wholly, bordered with (rees. There
aro no fenves, bocauso the charter for-
bids eattle running at large. A hand-




somehotel and several ornate residences
have boon built, and many more will
g0 up the coming season,

The idea of the ark, aa dencribed by
Mr, Copeland, the artist, is to enabla
men of small means to farnish them-
selves with homes having the luxuries
that otherwiso can be reached only by
the wealthy. Tha finished roads and
paths; the ponds and lakes and foun-
tainy; the groves and flower-beds; the
strot-hing views and fine nir—become
the property in commonalty of every
purchaser. The lots, varying in eizo,
vary in prico, but are within the reach
of moderate incomes. There nre access-
ible quarrics, and all of the other wa.
terial noeded can bo brought over the
Philadelphia, Wilmisgton and Halti-
more Railroad at ono-half the usual
freight, while a free ticket botween the
city and Park for one year is given for
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ovory thousand dollara expended up to
ten. The charter gives thoinhabitants
absolute control over their surround.
ings, and they will have a hundred
thousand acres of atiractivo landscape
containod in every deod.

These general facts of the new town
convey what fs most essontial to bo
known, and should and undoubtedly
will stimulate intereat and atiract pojr
ulation, The topography of the place;
its accensibility and health; the advan:
tnges insured in economy, socioty and
sconery ; the certainty that much of the
distanco  botween Philadelphin and
Chestor will be similarly improved and
made to compoto with saburban pro-
gress in other directions—all struck
the company who attended the formal
opening Saturday, and, without dissent,
commeonded tha general design and
details that wers explainad to them,

A New Svsvrn—The opening of
the new track of tho Philadelphia,
Wilmington and Baltimore Road, over
which the first possenger train passed
on Saturday Iast, discloses to Philndel-
phia a new suburban town, destined to
exorcise a large influence, both directly
and indirectly, upon the question of
residenco in this city,

Our radiating lines of railrond are
beginning to develop the capacity of

On (he now line of road to Chester,
and about nine miles from tho Gray's
Forry bridge, nome of tho gentlemen
interested in the road, follewing the
oxamplo of the projectors of the rapldly
growing settlement of Bryn Mawr, on
tho Ponnaylvania Railroad, have planyt
od & new town, which they havo called
Ridley Park. They have chosen o
tract of about six hundred acres of
beautifully diversified counlry, com:
manding a sweeping view of the Dola-
ware, high and healthy in its location,
nitusted on ono of the best turnpike
roads in the country, and bisected by
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the new line of railroad, Hore they
have boen ot work for & year past,
transforming plain Delawars County
farms into the harmonious design of a
superb Park.

The conntraction of the now line of
the Philndelphia, Wilmington and
Baltimore Railroad has opened up a
new and beantifal country for subur.
hnn residonces to people of moderats
means. Soveral towns havo alrendy
heen laid ont, and an inspection of the
improvemonts on ono of theso—Ridley
Park—was the occasion of the special
train nont over the road on Saturday.
Ridley Park is situated aboot ten miles
from the Broad and Prime strect dopot.
The new line of railway runs through
it, the principal station being In abont
the ¢entra of the town, This atation is
to bo quite an ornamental strueturs,
spanning the railway on a grand high
bridge now in course of constraction
ovor the railroad. The jlot of land
contains about six hundred acres of
utidulating tablo land, breaking Inte
koollsand gontle slopes, and all of it nn
averago about a hundred faot above
tide"water, Tt overlooks the Dolaware
for several miles, the river being in full
viow at & distance of about two miles,
In addition to the railway line which
passes throogh tho cenlre of the plot, the
old Chester pike, which is a continuation
of the Darby road, skirta the town on
the sonthesst, and the present line of
tho Baltimoro road is a littlo farther off
to the nonth,

Ridloy Park is mentioned above as a
town, and itin a pecaliarity of the place
af n new settlomont, that i¢ i in one

mosl important sense a fown, whilst it Is
yet only beginning to be populated,
Tho Company which has projected the
enterprise has beon engaged for n yoar
in doing what it is usual for towns enly
to bogin to think of doing after thay haye
got beyond the possibility of it. The
plot of ground has beon laid ent with
the view, first, of taking advantage of
all the topographbical features and na.

and the ronds, parks, lakes and genersl
improvenonts being first conmstructed
conformably to this plan, the whele
offect, whon hundrods of tastefal build.
ings shall be erected, with their flower-
gardons and groves, must be pictoresque
and beantiful, .

A vast amount of (his vork haa
already boen done, More than three
miles of substantial macadamized streets
and roads are alrendy comploted, A
beautiful lake, nearly half a mile in'
length, and with twonty feet depth of
waler, has been made by throwing »
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narrow dam across the outlol to a ravine
botweon two slopes, the water issuing
from ths outlet making a picturesque
waterfll. A spacious, substantial and
handsome hotel has beon complated,
with fine large airy rooms, having a
spleadid outlook acrom a lovely coun-
try. Quiteanamber ofornatedwellings
Are in course of construction, all of thom
promising to be elegant, but none of
them beyond the reach of persons of mo-
derato means, Even in tho midst of the
engincering work, of road and bridge
building, &c., flower-beds have beon
Iaid out, and, on Saturday, were in
luxurinnt bloom with the beauties of
tho fall season, Thin in the work of
the Buperintendont of the Park—a
gentloman who appoars to be in love

with hin profession as a landscape
gardoner and constrocting engineer of
new townn of elegant deacriplions—NMr,
Robert Morris s

Thus it will bo weon that Ridley
Park begins—as has been said—with
what most towns noglect until it is too
laty, viz.: Constructing the public im-
provements which are to ensure comfort,
convonionce, health and elegance, giv-
ing the occupants of & modest dwell-
ing nll tho pleasaren of thoso beautiful
surroundings which are ussally orily at
tha command of thoss with large moans,
The enterpriso is a novelty in our part
of the country, and as such, aod
becaure of its genuine merit, it has boen
described at some longth,

Tne Exvisoss or PRitAveLrnia—
Rivrey Pank.—Few of our citizens
apprecinte Lho hoauty of the scenery
in the environs of Philadelphia. All
the adjncent parte of Ponssylvanin
sbound in magnificent landscapes, and
itin & malter of nstonishment that they
aro not more fraquented by the mass of
our teoming population,

It has, howover, heretofors beon the
dream of the succossful merchant or the
rich banker, rathor than tho hiope of the
man of modorate means, to eajoy the
charma of asylvan solitude without
surrendoring the business opportunitios
and the pleasures of eity life; and it s
onlyonoof the Iatost triumphsof modern
progress, achioved mainly by the aid of

Oneof the most important movorenta

in tho diroction described originated in
preparations for the removal of the track
of the main line of the Philadelphis,
Wilmington and Ballimore Railroad,
after it oromses tho bridge at Gray's
Ferry, to & line some distance further
west than the one heretofore oceupied,
this - defloction from the old roule
continuing from the Gray's Ferry bridge
to » point near Chestor, The lino is
thus ghifted from the lowlands near the
river to & henlthy and commanding
serpentine ridgo, from one to lwo miles
distant from the Dolaware, aboanding
in ologant siten for country rosidences
and rural towns; and the railway com-
pany will soon run over this part of the
line tweaty traine a day.

Among the movers in thess enter-
prises, tho Philadelphia, Wilmington
and Ballimere Company is oceupying
o front rank, The original idea of a
railroad way to conneot two separate
communities, and this line especially
nctad so strictly under thin construction,
that the rosd led through the cheapest
ground, without rogard to any olher
consideration, Benuliful sites wore, of
course, ignored ; and the road was run
through o level, marmhy tract, which,
if it wera not for an occasional glimpeo
of the beautiful Delaware, might serve
